The 

primary function is to help students organize study groups, set 

study goals, and collaborate effectively

Current challenges with study apps reveal a significant gap in 

students' ability to stay seamlessly up-to-date with 

assignments, engage in real-time discussions, and foster 

collaborative learning environments. This underscores the 

pressing need for a comprehensive and user-friendly 

application that not only centralizes assignment tracking and 

discussion forums but also facilitates real-time communication 

FRCC students, particularly those seeking a collaborative and organized approach to studying. Sample size: 50 students from 

different majors and academic levels. Scope: Limited to study session scheduling and collaboration.

Challenges, such as the learning curve in usability testing and minor navigation issues, offer opportunities for refinement. User 

feedback emphasized the importance of continuous improvement and responsiveness to evolving user expectations. 

 

In conclusion, the project serves as a foundation for developing a study app to enhance the features already in current app 

designs and that aligns closely with FRCC students' needs. Throughout this project, I thoroughly enjoyed employing various design 

tools to create an interactive prototype and articulate the case study, visualizing how the app would look and function.  It was a 

creative journey that helped me dive deep into what the process and flow is during the app design process.

Real-Time Chat: Facilitate instant communication between students and teachers for quick clarification of doubts and 

collaborative discussions. 

 

Study Plans: Provide tools for creating, managing, and tracking personalized study plans with options to allocate specific study 

sessions and set goals. 

 

Achievement Badges: Implement a gamification element with achievement badges to motivate and reward users for 

reaching milestones. 

 

Course Integration: Ensure seamless integration with D2L, enabling users to access course materials, discussions, grades, and 

announcements within the app. 

 

Mobile Accessibility: Develop a user-friendly mobile app for studying on various devices, allowing users to access content 

anytime, anywhere.

Technical Glitches: Potential challenges related to technical issues, such as app crashes, slow loading times, or integration 

problems with course platforms.

Privacy Concerns: Users may express concerns about the security and privacy of their study data, particularly if the app
